IMPORTANT INFORMATION

for the Fire Season

Preparing your home

A well prepared house with adequate defendable space has
a greater chance of surviving a bushfire.

Residents in Warrandyte are being advised to complete

the Household Bushfire Site Assessment which is in the
Bushfire Survival Kit you should have received from the State
Government. If not please contact the Victorian Bushfire
Information Line on 1800 240 667 or alternatively the
assessment can be completed on the CFA website,
www.cfa.vic.gov.au

With the recent introduction of the 10/30 Right by the State
Government, all residents of Warrandyte/North Warrandyte
are now able to clear any vegetation up to 10 metres around
your home and all vegetation except trees up to 30 metres
without a permit. You can also clear (with the agreement of
the landowner) up to a combined width of four metres along
a fence line. This includes homes with an Environmental
Significance Overlay and a Significant Landscape Overlay.
Note some landowners with a legal agreement or covenant
to protect vegetation on their property may not be eligible to
clear without a permit under the new measures.

Managing the area around your home and property gives
your home and property a fighting chance of survival. Fires
need fuel to burn in the form of plants, shrubs, trees and
garden waste.

Research shows fine fuels enhance fire intensity so it is
worthwhile concentrating on cleaning up things such as long
dry grass and fallen leaves.

You need to prepare your property in advance to lessen the
fuel load and, therefore, reduce the spread, speed and heat
of a bushfire.
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What can you do?

Victoria has adopted the new nationally agreed six level
Fire Danger Rating scale to help communities understand
information about fire danger.

After completing your own Household Bushfire Self
Assessment and bushfire survival plan, you should decide
at what level of the new Fire Danger Rating scale will trigger
your decision to leave your home.

If your plan is to leave, the safest option is to leave at the
beginning of a day when your appropriate Fire Danger Rating
is declared or the night before Code Red (Catastrophic)
conditions are forecast.

e Make sure you are in contact with neighbours,
particularly those who are vulnerable or elderly and help
them with their plan and check if they are able to leave
when they wish to do so.

e Make sure your plan includes where your pets are to go
on days where your plan states you will leave.

e Make sure you take your valuables with you including
identification and important papers and secure your
home when you leave.

e Make sure your car is serviced and you have plenty of
petrol and bottled water as you could be in the car for
some time.
